ESOL students are experiencing new ways of learning. Mike McCombe, ICT Programme Manager, has overseen this gradual transformation of classroom practice.

	Michael McCombe (MMcC): We got a load of SmartBoards into the college, outside of ICT rooms, and at first it was rather slow. We got some training in behind it, and then all of a sudden, everybody wanted to use it in some shape or form, so yes, its been phenomenal. You don’t have to keep people sitting round at their desk, you can bring them up to the SmartBoard and they can interact with it.

	Satnam Gill (SG): It changes the teaching environment, doesn’t it? You’re not standing in front of a chalk and a blackboard. You want the students to be more involved, you want the students to be actively involved, and the students really enjoy that and the students get more actively involved in that type of learning. Certainly that seems to be very impressive, and that’s a different kind of teaching from standard ESOL teaching.

	Phil O’Hagan (PO’H): What we can do with a SmartBoard is point them in the right direction, get them used to technology, not to be afraid of it, and then use it. So I mean, we’re drawing more and more to the background, pushing them up, because that’s what they’re going to be using when they’re facing a computer screen.

	Naeem Nisar (NN): First, I just explain how to use it (the SmartBoard), and I involve myself as a student in the whole group activity, so they don’t feel a difference between me and the student, so we work in a group, and use the technology.

	PO’H: It’s (voting system) a good one at the end of a lesson, and you can see, well look, have they picked up this piece right, have they picked up that right. And then if you think, well, if they’ve got it right, then successful lesson, if they’ve got it wrong, why? Is it something that you’ve done, maybe its not been explained properly.

	MMcC: When you can see people are engaged in the activity – actively engaged in it, not sitting back and just looking at it, but actively engaged in it, you can quite clearly see in lesson observations, learning taking place. On all the grounds that are common on speech and framework.

	SG: As the technology develops, people will be able to access materials on our website, at the community centre they’ll be able to access the lesson plans. Those are all, sort of, benefits I see over the next two years, coming from e-learning and the expansion of e-learning.

	MMcC: Keeping things learner-centered is fundamental here. It enables us to make a more flexible offer to our students. That’s, that’s all the better as well, so we can help them . . help them learn. Give them as many opportunities as possible to learn.
