Need to address needs of practitioners

How do we educate teachers about use/ reuse of learning objects?

Maybe need another starting/point of engagement for teachers than the EFL brick diagram.

How to take practitioners forward when there is a lack of consistency of terms within the ‘expert’ elearning community.

Animated glossary of terms/ working vocabulary/ use cases

Time for practitioners (particularly in FE)

Need to minimize workload

Need for tools to hide the details coming from ELF

Lack of support structure for some projects

Need for clear decision making process for identifying services – need for basic criteria for services to fill in the boxes. Need for common terminology for describing/searching for services.

Applications can be ‘reconceived’ as services

Rapid application feedback iteration is good. Build service – wire to application- test as in current ELF projects, good .

User interfaces are crucial, plan activities towards thes.

ELF virgins need a ‘how to do it’ manual ( “The Joy of ELF”) – how to join standard blocks, are we using systems people can share/develop?

Need for:

· Seemless services ( practitioners)

· Sharing frameworks that connect easily ( developers/projects)

· Service connection points

Can’t see joining up framework, but can see the bricks.

Want to use bricks but can’t see how to yet.
